» Passengers traveling from Chicago and points west to Williams, will detrain in Flagstaff and connect to
Thruway bus 8953 departing at 10:10 pm.

» Passengers traveling from Williams westbound toward Los Angeles, will take Thruway bus 8853
departing at 8:30 pm to connect with Train 3 in Flagstaff.

Train 4

» Passengers traveling from Los Angeles and points east to Williams, will detrain in Flagstaff and take
Thruway bus 8954 departing at 6:00 am.

» Passengers traveling from Williams heading eastbound toward Chicago, will take Thruway bus 8854
departing at 4:15 am to connect with Train 4 in Flagstaff.
