April’s Meeting Minutes 
Buckner Fire House, April 8th, 2010 

  
 After a late start because of loading the bus, the April meeting began at 7:56 PM.  
Joe Martin, the new Superintendent, presided.  Albert Frye hosted the meeting.  The new 
officers were introduced:  Joe as Superintendent, and Phillip Johnson as the Show 
Liaison/Coordinator. 
 The minutes to the March meeting were approved as presented in the newsletter.  
The financial report was read by Joe Martin in Dawn Jewell’s absence.  The report was 
approved as presented. 
 Under old business, the By-laws were presented to the membership.  This was 
technically reading “1a” with the original presentation done via the website.  The second 
reading will be done at the May meeting with membership approval after the reading.   
 The past board approved the purchase of six Digitrax UP-5 panels for use on the 
layout, with Mike Wingfeld reimbursing the club for one on his module so that the power 
drop that was experienced at the January GTE would not happen again.  Joe purchased 
five of the six units for the club and placed them in the track box at the meeting because 
the throttle box was not there. 
 In regards to old modules, the board met and decided that since there was no 
interest in adopting a club owned module or no interest overall in purchasing a club 
owned module, the offer to sell club-owned modules would officially be closed, but 
would unofficially be opened should a member be interested in purchasing a module. 
 South Louisville Antique and Toy Mall:  The club was approached by Mike 
Dockwiller back in March about moving the modules and setting up for free at the toy 
mall, which is located off Blue Lick road in Hillview, which is in Bullitt County just off 
the Brooks Road exit off I-65.  The board discussed the situation with the owner, and the 
offer was for an approximate space of 32 feet long by 12 feet wide next to the Live 
Steamers’ G Scale layout.  The only real need is that the club needed the layout operating 
on Sundays from 1-5.  They understood our situation, but the area was rented by a tenant.  
Bob Johnson said that the tenant has now moved, and space was available.  A poll of the 
members attending asking if they would commit to running the layout between 1 and 5, 
which only a few members agreed to participate.  The space and offer is still open, but 
because of the store’s hours (10-5 Monday to Saturday, 1-5 Sunday), it would be hard to 
coordinate loading and unloading for shows.  The subject is technically closed for now. 

As to other locations, Steve Shetter said he knows of a place in Jeffersonville and Josh is 
working on a place in New Albany.  The board discussed the old Okolona Library.  An 
idea was made to create a Microsoft Power Point presentation showing pictures of the 
club modules and trains and explain what we do.  Initially, this was to be presented to the 
Metro Councilwoman that is in the district.  Mike Wingfeld was able to see the inside of 
the library.  Unfortunately, because of the walls and such, it would require extensive 
renovation.  As to the presentation, Dawn and Phillip will work on creating it to have 
available for future prospects. 
 As to new business, this is either new business or show.  The director of the 
Oldham County Town and Country Days Festival contacted Joe and Josh at the Division 
8 swap meet.  They are interested in having the T-Trak at the show.  It is on May 8th.  Joe 
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and Josh have accepted.  A question was mentioned about having the N-Trak layout set 
up, but since there was little participation by the public last year, it was decided not to 
have the N-Trak open at Buckner. 
 At the board meeting, Phillip mentioned about the good ‘ol days where the club 
would go to layout visits, picnics, trips, etc.  Joe suggested that someone volunteer to be a 
group social coordinator.  No one volunteered.  Phillip suggested that if a member wants 
to do something like this, they can contact the members via email to see if there would be 
interest.  

 Lastly, the Secretary position is open for anyone interested.  The members at the 
meeting unanimously voted Joe Martin to retain his position.  If anyone is interested, let 
Joe or another board member know.
