The PB 15 (1924) was the only PB 15 built by Walkers Ltd of

Maryborough (QLD). It was the only PB 15 that had walschaerts valve gear.

Here’s how I built my model:

First get a Xmas present of an Anniversary edition Bachmann

10 wheeler, with walschaerts valve gear and metal wheels.
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Make up a new front bogie.         Attach the bogie to the frame.
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Remove surplus body material.
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Build on new boiler and cab.
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Use bits from old boiler to detail.

Then install electronics, battery in boiler. Radio control gear,

And sound unit into the tender.
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The finished PB 15.
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
