The Pere Marquette railroad gained control of the M&NE in
1931 but operated it as a separate entity. In 1943, passenger service was discontinued. Freight business continued
to operate but on a shortened line until 1955 when the M&NE was merged into the Chesapeake and Ohio Railway.
