 Yes, we own two preserved passenger depots. The BR&P (B&O) passen-

ger depot and freight station in Orchard Park and the Lehigh Valley passenger sta-

tion in Williamsville.  Both sites border on “Rails to Trails” hiking paths that are 

heavily used by the public.  Both stations are polished gems of their communities 

presenting educational opportunities as well as social gathering venues.
